Reflective writing: The concept of conflict of interest is highly emotional for many people, and has therefore gained a lot of media attention in recent years. What is the aspect of conflict of interest that is the most distressing to you? This could be an instance of the impact of a direct-to-consumer advertisement (someone asking for a med they saw advertised), or the UCLA prohibition on drug reps offering talks, food, or small items (e.g.  pens, notepads, clocks), the behavior of pharmaceutical companies, or researchers pushing for patients to enter clinical trials.
